Treasurers Report:

General Business:
EASTER RAFFLE:
This is the first fundraiser for the year and needs to be organised very quickly, as Easter is now only just over 6 weeks away.  Annie has agreed to support Karen through the process of co-ordinating the tickets and notices.  And the usual team of after school money counters will kick in when required.  Arnna mentioned that she had found an extra bike that will be used to as a prize to be given to the highest ticket seller.  There was also discussion held about obtaining some “spot” prizes to be given out as well.  Sonya has a contact at Cadbury so she is going to approach them about it.  Annie and Karen will get the notices out for in the next week.
PASTORAL CARE CO-ORDIANTOR:

Fiona Goldfinch is quite happy to take on this role again for 2008.  She will liaise with Arnna and the school as the need arises.  The list will be updated by Michelle and sent to Fiona in the future.

SAUSAGE SIZZLE CO-ORDIANTOR:

RECIPE BOOK:

This idea was raised in late 2007 by Sally Simpson.  The committee are keen to look at this as an ongoing fundraiser.  Michelle & Annie will meet with Sally after she has some quotes re printing etc and then ask her to present a “plan of attack” to the committee in the first term meetings.  A sub-committee will need to arranged for this which Stacey has indicated she would like to help out with.  Michelle will make sure that Sally has Stacey’s details for the future.

OTHER BUSINESS:

Arnna then spoke to the new committee about what she would like to see supported from the committee in 2008.  This year the focus for the committee will be split into two parts – in theory.  The first focus will be the necessities of supporting school life – camp funds, learning aids etc.  As far as the PLAYGROUND side is concerned the focus this year will being asking for PHYSICAL hours form the school community.  There will be a need for at least 3 working bee days as far as the playground is concerned.  If the committee can support this it will save around $10,000.00 in labour costs that would be charged by the Playground installers.  The committee agreed this was the best way to go.
Discussion was then held over the PLAN of attack for the committee for this year – showing what fundraisers are always held and what needs to be added in to keep the bank account healthy and all our commitments covered.  Michelle will do a “draft” of the calendar/plan and present it at the MARCH meeting for further discussion and finalising.
