GENERAL BUSINESS
Family Portraits:
Jo gave feedback to the committee that this was a good – but very long day – with a great turn out from the school community.  Over 40 family groups and even pets were photographed on the day.  The viewing day is this week (Thursday 24th).  One family was unable to make it on the day so a refund will need to be arranged for them – Joanna will do this.  And once the viewing day has been and gone we will know our actual profit made on this fundraiser.  Arnna did a big THANK YOU to Jo for her great work leading up to and being there all day on the day – she did a fantastic job.
Quiz Night:
Joanna reported on behalf of the sub committee and the main focus was to sort a venue.  The date has been decided on as the 26th September 2008 (Friday).  Discussion was held about the costs and risks at holding it at various venues and it was decided to have it in the Parish Hall. Joanna will follow this up and report back at the AUGUST meeting.  Blake will approach the Parish about this and Michelle will look into the requirements for a Bar licence for the night, both will report back to sub committee before the AUGUST meeting.
Art Auction:
Arnna thanked the committee for their support on the night. This was an extremely successful night and seemed to be enjoyed by all who attended – and there was a great attendance.  Over $5500.00 of bids was received over the three days and around $1400.00 of these is still outstanding.  Once expenses have been taken out Arnna will report back to the committee on what the final profit amount will be.
Chocolate/Lolly Fundraiser:
This is going extremely well with nearly $10,500.00 being banked through the accounts so far. Michelle gave a quick overview of the Junior & Senior summaries and then put the reports into the minutes. Over 320 chocolate boxes have been issued and 74 lolly boxes.  Discussion was held about ordering some more Caramello and Lollies (Arnna will organise this).  Michelle asked for volunteers to form a roster to issue chocolates daily and this was arranged.  At the August meeting discussion will be held about the prize and criteria for the most boxes sold.  And also a change of venue for issuing may need to be arranged when new administration construction starts.

Recipe Book:
Annie reported to the committee from the sub committee on where they were at with this.  At this stage they are going to approach the school community for people/family/businesses that may wish to be involved with sponsorship for the book.  Also in the near future they will start asking for recipe donations from the school community.  Annie reminded the committee that they are welcome to get on board with the sub committee if they want to have involvement with this in any way.
Grandparents Day 2008:
This is to be held on THURSDAY 28TH AUGUST.  Again the committee have been asked to organise the main meal for the Day.  Annie is going to be the co-ordinator for this.  Discussion was held over what kind of food we would be wanting this year.  Arnna said the staff were having a brain storming session on this next week and she would report back at the August meeting.  Discussion was held about having some mini grocery and meat raffles on the day.

Term 3 Newsletter:
The committee agreed that it would be nice for us to get a newsletter out to the school community.  Michelle will work with Annie and Arnna to get this sorted and hopefully it should be out just after the August meeting.

Cards/Calendars 2008:
Fleur confirmed that the paper had arrived at the school and that we were ready to go with this when the teachers were.  We are aiming for the artwork to be sent away just before the end of Term 3 so they will be back and ready to go out at the beginning of Term 4 which means if we want to utilise the idea of using cards for Christmas cards this can be arranged.  Arnna will talk to the teachers re the option of doing two art pieces this time – one with a Christmas theme – to be used for that purpose.

OTHER BUSINESS:

School Production 2008:
Arnna thanked those members of the committee that helped out with both Front of House and Backstage for this.  Once again this was an outstanding effort by all involved.  A post Production Disco will be held in the next few weeks which will give the children a chance to re-live the memories from this wonderful night.

GENERAL DISCUSSION:

Arnna reminded the committee that we do have a legal obligation to let the school community know what each fundraiser is contributing too and that even though we are having a quiet year and just aiming for Camp Transportation firstly this year, we may need to be thinking of another focus.  She took this opportunity to share with the committee about an idea of having a Symbol of Faith constructed in the new Admin area once the construction and changes had occurred.  Discussion was held and the committee will look at this in the future.
