GENERAL BUSINESS
Recipe Book:

Family Portraits:
Michelle provided feedback on the behalf of Jo.  Jo had been in touch with the owner of Jack n Jill since the last meeting and she was very appreciative of our feedback and apologetic for the feelings that were expressed by the school community.  She informed Jo that she would be discussing this further with all her photographers and hoped we would consider them again if we were to do this fundraiser in future years.  She also informed Jo that she would be forwarding to the committee a cheque for a percentage of the sales ($420.00) and also a sign of goodwill ($200.00)
Quiz Night:
Joanna briefed the committee on how this was all going and that we need around 15 teams to make this a successful night.  Help is needed to do food preparation, hall preparation and bar work.  As well helpers will be required on the night for question checking and marking etc.  Prizes were being organised for Top 3 teams and of course a prize for the Losing team.  Ray Powell has been great organising posters and flyers for this and tickets will be on sale from this week.  Rochelle is to organise the sound system and Data Projector for the night.  And Michelle is to talk to the security guards about organising a cordoned off area for the buses returning for the Senior Ski Trip.
Chocolate/Lolly Fundraiser:
Michelle updated the committee on the where this was at with sales slowing up quite a bit now. So a reminder notice of outstanding boxes will go out to all those families before the end of Term 3 so that as much money or unsold boxes can be returned to the school before the 26th September and then this will be the official end date for this fundraiser. Cards/Calendars 2008:

Discussion was held about someone from the committee jumping onboard with this one so that in 2009 we can carry on this very special fundraiser in our committee calendar.
