GENERAL BUSINESS
Easter Raffle:
There has been a fantastic response to this from the School community with 18 baskets of goodies created for the prizes.  It was decided that they would be distributed as follows:
· 13 baskets as prizes for the Easter Raffle (Maureen/Clark to draw)

· 1 basket to the Parish (Preists)

· 4 x baskets (including a huge food parcel) to go to the Women’s Refuge

Discussion was held over the top ticket seller prize and it was decided that an MP3 player would be given out for this.  As far as the range of chocolate versus non chocolate treats were concerned it was agreed that at the end of the day the school community loves the chocolate with really only 10% of the goodies being non-chocolate treats.  All agreed that this is a great Fundraisers an as a community we are very good at the raffle selling concept.
The Mix – Recipe Book:
Annie came to the meeting as representative for the sub committee with a where to from here for the book now that we are back into the school year. She reported back that the initial selling frenzy was over and that now as a committee we were going to need to start the ball rolling again to get the copies circulating out in the community.  Discussion was held about getting the book into the Parish more and options for doing this.  Michelle is to discuss this with Arnna and then talk to Father Joseph about the option of showcasing some of the goodies at a Morning Tea after Mass hosted by the PTFA.  Discussion was also held about getting the book into the face of the junior part of the school community and Annie suggested that maybe the sub committee and helpers could do some “samples of food” and bring along to school and pass around with copies on hand to sell to tempt those new families to the school.  All agreed that this was a good way to get the book into that part of the school and introduce it to the new families within our community. Annie also said that there are posters available and flyers for businesses within the school community if they are willing to sell copies to help kick some more sales off in this year.
Michelle also briefed the committee about the concept now being carried out at St Columbus as well and the fact that they are going to do a similar version to our book.  

Chocolate/Lollies – Camp Fundraiser 2009:

Michelle informed the committee that the boxes were due to arrive in the school before the end of the week. And that this would then kick in again early into Term 2 – Michelle explained to the committee how this works each year.  We have been asked to keep a control on the distribution of the boxes so a roster for this to be done after school will be arranged at the MAY meeting.  Due to the number of boxes we have sold in the past we have acquired some fantastic electronic prizes and Arnna was hoping that with this issue we would get a Plasma TV which could help as a major prize in a Winter Raffle if we decided to proceed with this.  Michelle confirmed all the money from the chocolates from the Senior School went back to individual’s camp accounts and for the Junior school the profit was used for what ever learning tools were required – Maureen confirmed this would most probably be books as they were in well need of replacing and updating.
OTHER BUSINESS:

· Concern was raised about the pressure on the school community for financial support and commitments both learning wise, uniform wise and extra trips/events etc.  Michelle briefed the committee about the Discretionary Fund and its role within the school environment.  Maureen confirmed that this was always put to good use.  This then lead to discussion about the “pay it forward” concept where people in the community may not need to buy brand new for camp gear, holy communion dresses, uniforms, sports gear and maybe there needs to be some more publicity on the fact that people within the school community can lend support with this.  Michelle is to discuss this with Arnna and ask her to raise it from the schools perspective through newsletters etc.
· Chris Mangan (WSS) has offered his car park for a sausage sizzle venue for the V8s – it was decided by the committee that this was to close to happen for this year but we should look at our options for V8 money in the next few years.  Both Dio and Sacred Heart get into the pool of $$ that comes from this annual event.  Liz is going to do some questioning and see what she can find out and report back at the MAY meeting.  Jude is also going to find out who Dio liaise with about this and report back in MAY too. 
· Fleur mentioned that Jo Smedts had been contacted about Family Portraits being held in the school again this year.  It was decided it was too close and not required.  Fleur will get Jo to let the company know.
